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Ask a child how you measure love 
and they will probably hold out their 
arms, stretched as far wide as they 
can go, and say ñLike this!ò  Most of 
us grew up hearing ñI love you this 
much!ò expressed with the same 
gesture.    My fifteen year old daugh-
ter still says ñMommy, do you love 
me?ò  What usually follows that 
question, however, is another ques-
tion, ñMommy, will youé?ò   

Our love for one another can be ex-
pressed in many ways:  through the 
spoken word, through written word, 
or in deed.  I think you would agree 
with me that what really matters is 
how we show our love.  God chal-
lenges us all to go beyond the lip 
service of love to that of action.   

John 14:21 says ñWhoever has my 
commands and obeys them, he is 
the one who loves me.ò  We are to 
do more than simply proclaim our 
love for Christ, we are to show it by 
our actions, by keeping his com-
mandments.  ñMy command is this:  
Love each other as I have loved you.  
Greater love has no one than this, 
that he lay down his life for his 
friends.ò (John 15: 12,13)  God loved 
us so much that He chose to sacri-
fice His only son in an effort to show 
us just how deep his love for us 
really is.  Now we may not be called 
to give up our life for someone else, 
but we may be called to sacrificially 
give of ourselves through our time, 
through words of encouragement, or 
through our wallets.  Try to think of 
someone who needs this kind of love 
and give all you can.  Then give a 
little more.  Give till it hurts. 

When my daughter asks ñMommy, 
do you love me?ò what she is really 
asking me is ñMommy, will you show 
me you love me?ò

the church to go into the community 
to show the love of Christ in a per-
sonal way.  Jud was quoted as say-
ing ñWe demonstrate the reality of 
who God is and the trustworthiness 
of His promises when we get out of 
our comfort zone and join the Lord in 
loving people.ò

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I was not a summer camp kid. I did get 

to go once, and I think I still remember 

every detail. I was afraid. I didnôt know 

what to pack. I was excited, too. Once I 

got there, I was enthralled by this new 

world I had been missing for all those 

years. I figured out what ñbug juiceò 

was. I slept outside, under the stars, on 

an uninhabited island. I felt the warmth 

of a campfire. I even learned how to sail.  

Today Iôm all grown up, but the highlight 

of my summer is still Camp.
